THE CENTERLINE OF FAIRVIEW ROAD; THENCE LEAVING SAID LOT LINE 
AND ALONG THE CENTER OF SAID ROAD NORTH B7 DEGREES 2B MINUTES 
55 SECONDS WEST, PASSING AN EXISTING RAILROAD SPIKE AT 
1092.20 FEET A TOTAL DISTANCE OF 2452.2□ FEET TO A POINT IN 
SAID ROAD SAID POINT BEING THE PLACE OF BEGINNING OF THE 
TRACT HEREIN INTENDED TO BE DESCRIBED; THENCE CONTINUING 
ALONG SAID ROAD NORTH 87 DEGREES 2B MINUTES 55 SECONDS WEST 
224.19 FEET TO A POINT IN SAID CENTER; THENCE WITH A CURVE TO
