Muskingum County comprises 26 Townships, and embraces an area of 656

88,786, and in 1860 about 45,000, The County is well timbered with Oak,
Chestnut, Black Walnut, Hickory, Ash, Beech, Poplar, &e., and produces
abundantly all the cereals of this latitude, as well as the Grape and all kinds
of fruit. Agriculture is the chief employment. Principal agricultural pro-
ducts are Wheat, Corn, Oats, Barley, Buckwheat. Potatoes, &o, &o.

Considerable attention is heing paid to the cultivation of “Sorghum,” or

The Glass Sand-Stone referred to, the principal.quearry of which is found
in the township of Jefferson, is of the finest quality in the country, is used
chiefly for the manufacture of Glass ware here, and is shipped to the differ-
ent cities for the same purpose. .

The educstionsl interest of the County is receiving & good degree of atten-
tion. There are 188 Schools and one College in the County, The Muskin-
gum College at New-Conocord, under the supervision of Rev. D. Paul, Presi-
dent, is well attended, and in a flourishing condition.

Ohio Iron Works Compsany comprising one Blast Furnace and an extensive
Rolling Mill, The C. O. R. R. Shops (located in West Zanesville) furnish
employment for about 200 men. Two Glass Factories and a third new being
erected by Geo. W, Kearns & Ce., for the convenience of their more exten-
sive operations. .
